     St. John’s is named after St. John of 
Beverley, England and was founded in 
1902. The church, designed by Henry 
Vaughan and Ralph Adams Cram,  
boasts eighteen magnificent stained 
glass windows crafted by Charles 
Connick.

     The church structure has been 
enlarged several times, most recently in 
2007 to include a new parish hall and 
an administration annex. The lower 
level houses eight 
newly refurbished 
Sunday School 
rooms.

     St. John’s is a 
program-sized 
parish with a staff 
of three full-time 
and four part-time employees. 

     Located in Beverly Farms, 
Massachusetts, one-half mile from the 
Atlantic Ocean, we are a forty-five 
minute ride into Boston by commuter 
rail.
